Wood: Canaletto
Type of furniture: tunnel construction 
Body: 	The body consists of a framed base and of an intermediate Corian shelf. The upper shelf consists of 2 sides with 2 external bases made of 6mm crystal glass. On the lower shelf there is a body with 2 drawers.

Door: 	The door fries/frame made of Canaletto can be joint with a wood filling or with a compac filling. The doors are chiped with 45° hinges. 

Drawers: 	Both drawers are made of walnut wood and are dovetailed as classic drawer on Lauf-Kipp and wood molding
